Grade school. The change made the course about a kilometer longer with
slightly less of a climb.

Tor Gudmunson, a Tech student for Norway, won the Big Butte 12K in 45
minutes flat. Penny Colton of Butte won the female 12K division in 53:25.

Butte’s Susan Kaluza crossed the Big Butte 5K finish within 20 seconds of
