Saturday, 23 April — Race officials
reported that 146 walkers and
runners enjoyed beautiful clear day
with temperatures rising above
freezing on the calm and clear
morning.

Bozeman resident, Nikki Kimball
won the Women's 11 K run and
Helena's Devin Cowan was the
overall winner of the Men's 11 K.

Cowan led by a wide margin from
start to finish, finishing in 43:08,
the fifteenth time ever recorded on
the route and four minutes ahead
of the next runner who was Mike
Kallas of Butte.

Kimball won the women's 11K
race for the first time in her fourth
running of the event. Her first three
tries ended with narrow second-
place finishes behind Nicole Hunt
of Deer Lodge, and from those
four duals between Kimball and
Hunt, the seven fastest times ever
run by a woman on this course
have been produced. Kimball's
51:07 winning time today is the
seventh fastest ever, although it was
also nearly four minutes inferior to

her all-time best of 47:30 from 2007. Today, Kimball lead all women over the top of the Big Butte, before Hunt
passed her briefly on the downbhill slope. Hunt, who was in the ninth week of pregnancy, couldn't hold her pace and
Kimball soon retook the lead and then pulled away for a comfortable margin of victory. Butte's Michelle Bazzanella
also overtook Hunt to finish second in 52:28. Hunt held onto third place with a time of 53:34.
