
Please Stay On the Trail 
 

Butte's Piss and Moan Runners want you to experience Wulfman's CDT-14K as one with nature, and in keeping, we have asked 
some of our course monitors to remain inconspicuous, unless they sense you needing assistance. Don't worry, the aid station 
will be highly conspicuous. 

In the days before this trail existed, the playful Wulfman explained to his "followers" how to successfully navigate the long 
version of the route, then he secretly veered onto a shorter route. Once at the top, Wulfman rested and waited to surprise his 
faster companions. The Wulfman could be sneaky, but you can’t. Please stay on the trail, and pin your race number visibly on 
the front of your outside garment throughout the race. You will not be listed in results if you are witnessed leaving the course 
and gaining an advantage over your fellow runners. There will be a concealed race official on the trail after the opening to 
“Cheaters’ Alley” who will record your number, and you will likely not be included in official race results if your number goes 
unverified there.  

It is okay to leave the trail if an obstacle forces you, and please do so in whatever way is safe.  

Your way will be marked, but should you find that you have mistakenly left the trail, you must return to the point that you 

got off course before proceeding. To do otherwise is absolute grounds for disqualification, and we know from experience 

that this type of DQ (not the ice cream store) is unpleasant for all involved.
